Chudleigh and the Teign Valley Neighbourhood Report – July 2010
June has been a fairly typical month with 13 crimes reported in the Chudleigh/Teign Valley area.  
One of real concern occurred in Chudleigh when 3 youths climbed onto the History group/Information Centre in the Chudleigh car park and went over into the garden behind and caused damage to plants and pots.  The CCTV showed 3 youths (one looking quite young) at 0130hrs climbing on the recycling bins, portacabin and car park walls for about 20minutes.  As yet we have not identified these youths and would like to hear from anyone who may have any information.

As soon as this crime was reported to the History group anti-vandal paint was painted on the roof.  This has already been effective as another youth who tried to climb on top of the portacabin was left with very messy hands.  Mark and I have visited the youth club to spread the word about this paint – though no doubt the word would have been spread by the youth that found out first hand.!!!!..  Hopefully this will stop others trying to climb.  
Since this event Mark and I have reviewed the CCTV in Chudleigh with the Council Clerk and together changed the CCTV views to concentrate more on this area.  There is also a censor light being placed in the area to deter this behaviour and to assist the CCTV pictures during the hours of darkness.
 Mark assisted colleagues at St Catherine’s School, Heathfield with a very successful ‘Sure Start’ day at the family centre – a lovely picture of him was placed in the local paper!
Mark has visited Chudleigh Pre-school for a Stay Safe day.  He showed the children a police car and the equipment and spoke about his PCSO role.

Rachel attended Ugbrook for a large Cub camp on 12th June. This was a very successful day with over 400 cubs attending the event.  Rachel was able to show the cubs a Police vehicle and spoke about her role and responsibilities.  She also got the cubs messy by taking their fingerprints.
Mark and some motorcycle traffic officers attended Chudleigh youth club to talk about driving and road safety.  Again this was successful as some of the youngsters either have vehicles or are getting close to the age when they will start to think about them.
Mark and Sarah, along with the rest of the Neighbourhood teams in the area, went to all the villages around Buckfastleigh and Ashburton to carry out community consultation surveys.  Very few issues were highlighted and without exception everyone felt safe where they lived.

Mark and Sarah attended Trusham Village hall for a PACT surgery.  No issues were raised.

The next Police Surgery is at Hennock Fair on Sunday 8th August.

Rachel has now left the Neighbourhood team to return to Response Policing.  She will still work at Chudleigh Police Station and we would like to thank her for all her work over the past 2 years.
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
